Winter Tracksuit pants in maroon. Plain maroon jumper without logos or

Year 12 students are allowed a senior jersey and senior hoodie with the year on the back and can only
be worn in that year

If, on a particular day, students cannot wear the full correct uniform, a note from parents or carer explaining
the reason for the incorrect uniform must be presented to the student services counter before school and
replacement clothing will be issued by the office. The student's clothing will be retained by the office and
returned at 3pm in exchange for the borrowed uniform.




Formal uniform
